2015 Diaspora Meeting Report (December 2, 2015)
by Csilla Grauzer

Diaspora meeting was opened with Mr. Orban’s speech. The era of western dominance in the global
economy and the military as well as the “export of democracy” is over.

The west is losing its influence and we are in the middle of a global re-shuffle of power and politics.
The focus of global economy is shifting to the east and it’s not a temporary phenomenon. He talked
about European and American economy being in a state of sclerosis and that the success of reforms in
Hungary has been acknowledged even in “bright eyed” places as Brussels.

On illegal immigration he said that an absurd coalition has been formed comprising a network of
smugglers, a team of human rights activists paid by businessmen and certain EU politicians. He said
that this mass migration is of the new age and that the migrants are not just entering but storming
Europe.He talked about the “secret backroom deal” made at the EU-Turkey summit according to which
% million Syrians will be brought and distributed among the EU countries, including the Visegrad
countries.

“This we will not accept” said the Prime Minister.

The general meeting and speeches by Semjén Zsolt, Potapi Arpad Janos and Grezsa Istvan was
followed by a round table discussion on education including the directors of the Balassi Balint Intézet
and Pannon University of Pécs and a round table discussion on culture, stressing the importance of
Hungarian language education and the so called cultural diplomacy with special emphasis on the 60™
anniversary of 1956. Various grants will be provided for this purpose in the coming year, said Schmidt
Maria.

By signing the closing document the diaspora members agreed to continue and support the
naturalization process of Hungarian citizens, the KCSP Program (100 interns in 26+ countries), the
Pet6fi Sandor Program (in the szdérvany/surrounding countries), the Mikes Kelemen Program
(collecting printed materials and returning them to Hungary).

There are plans to create a History of Migration permanent exhibit (150 years of material) and a
Diaspora Research Center (serving as an umbrella organization) to process and display materials
related to Hungarian emigration.

e The Julianus Program — cataloguing Hungarian properties and treasures, that could be seen on
the Nemzeti Regiszter (an informational platform where = communities can contribute with
own stories)

e The Students without Boundaries (Magyarsagismereti Mozgotabor) and the Reconnect Hungary
Program, and finally they welcome the role of the religious institutions in preserving our
national identity.

There were 19 delegates from the US. Laszl6 Hamos was reelected for a two-year term.
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The request was made again to extend the meeting into a two-day event.

THE CELEBRATION OF CARPATHIAN CULTURE IN MINNESOTA

On January 17th, the Ethnic Dance Theatre, in partnership with the Landmark Center held the first
Carpathian Festival in the beautiful Landmark Center in Saint Paul. The participants could explore the
folk dance, art, food and traditions of the Poles, Czechs, Slovaks, Carpatho-Rusyns, Ukrainians,
Romanians, Hungarians and Serbians that inhabit the Carpathian Mountain region.

Despite the extreme cold many people attended the event. The building was full of guests and
performers in traditional costume. On the main stage dance ensembles of the ethnic groups represented,
performed, then taught dances. This was the most popular program of the festival, along with craft
activities for children and sample language lessons and presentations on culture and folklore. On the
main floor all the groups showed a little piece of their country and culture. There was egg painting,
traditional costume exhibit, crafts and ethnic foods.

The Hungarians were represented well. They held Rubik's cube demonstrations, offered crafts for kids
and the dancers of Videki Hungarian Dancers presented folk dances and taught the audience some
simple dances on the stage. In the afternoon the Golden-haired sheep was performed in two languages
with the involvement of the public. Those attending who were interested in Hungarian culture could
come with their questions to the Hungarian table to better understand our country. Photographer,
Karoly Hezsely, had photographs of Budapest on sale. At the Carpathian Festival, the Hungarians were
represented by the Honorary Consul of Minnesota and President of the Minnesota Hungarians, Csilla
Graugzer, the Videki Hungarian Dance Ensemble and the MISI Hungarian School.

The main organizer of the event, Eva Kish, Managing Director of the Ethnic Dance Theatre, said that
they were pleased that so many people visited the Festival as it was the first time for the event. “The
day was successful, we learned a lot from our first attempt, and we would like to turn it into an annual
event. We hope that more and more people will hear about it and come and learn about the beautiful
cultures of the Carpathian Mountain region.

MAGYAR EMLEKEK TAVOL AZ OTTHONTOL

A magyar mult ott van mindeniitt, nem lehet kitérdlni, de elfelejteni sem. A megdrzésért nagyon sokan
dolgoznak, nem is keveset. Nem is sejtenénk, hogy a hazanktol olyan tavol ,,idegenek” is mennyit
tesznek azért, hogy a magyar emlékezet fennmaradjon.

A Minnesotai Egyetem konyvtaranak részeként miikodé Immigration History Research Center and
Archives a bevandorlas torténetet kutatd intézetek koziil az egyik legjelentdsebb az Egyesiilt
Allamokban. A Washingtonban talalhat6 kongresszusi kényvtar gyiijteménye utdn ez az Egyesiilt
Allamok mésodik legnagyobb emigrans és etnikai csoportok dokumentumainak megérzésére és
kutatisara létrehozott intézmény. A kollekcio gylijtése az 1960-as években kezdddott azzal a céllal,
hogy adatokat gyiijtsenek az addig mashol még nem nagyon dokumentalt Egyesiilt Allamokba
bevandorld népcsoportokkal kapcsolatban. A gytijtemény darabjai az 1800-as évek kozepéig nyulnak
vissza. A konyvtar a kezdetek ota igen jelentds mennyiségli anyagot halmozott fel, foként elsé és
masodgeneracids Kozép- és Kelet Europabol, Kozel-Keletrdl és Eszak Afrikabol érkezett
bevandorlokkal kapcsolatosan.

A gylijtemény magyar vonatkozasban is gazdag anyagot halmozott fel, amelynek a feldolgozasa még
ma is folyik. Ebben az intézetben értelemszertien elsdsorban az Eszak-Amerikaba bevandorlokkal
foglalkoznak, de a magyar emlékek kozott még Dél-Amerikabdl és Afrikdbdl szarmazé dokumentumok
is talalhatok. A magyar nyelvii levelek ¢s dokumentumok forditasaban és feldolgozasban egyébként a
kutatointézet szivesen fogad dnkéntes segitdket is.

Az gyljtemény tarolasa jelenleg az 1999-ben épiilt, Elmer L. Andersen kormanyzordl elnevezett
konyvtar, 25 méter mélyen a fold alatt taladlhatd, klimatizalt termeiben torténik, ahol a konyveket,
periodikakat, fényképeket, leveleket, plakatokat, audiovizudlis és egyéb dokumentumokat allando,
kozel 17 Celsius fokon és 45-50%-0s paratartalom mellett 6rzik. A Mississippi folyd partja melletti
homok és mészkofalba épitett két futballpalya nagysagu tarolorendszer két részbdl all, ahol 6sszesen
2,4 millio irat és dokumentum taroldsara alkalmas rendszert alakitottak ki, amely mar most a kapacitasa
végén jar. Az utobbi években a kutatdintézet kiemelt feladataként kezeli az emigransok személyes
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torténeteinek digitalis feldolgozasat, és azok vildghdlon torténd megosztasat, melyet szabadon
kutathatéva is tesznek.

A Minnesotai Magyarok szervezete a ,,Friends of Immigration History Research Center and Archives”
nevi nonprofit szervezeten keresztiil évtizedek ota képviseli a magyar emigransokat és tamogatja a
kutatointézet munkdjat. Idén februdr 24-én a Minnesota Hungarians turat szervezett a tagjai részére,
ahol az érdekl6dok megismerkedhettek a IHRC miikodésével €s a folyamatban 1évo projektekkel, majd
vezetd kiséretében megtekinthették foldalatti tarolokat.

2006-ban a konyvtar adott otthont az 56-os forradalom 50. évforduldjara rendezett kiallitdsnak. Idén, a
60. évfordulon egy hasonlo, &m a helyi 56-osok személyes beszamoldit is feldolgoz6 alkalmi kiallitast

terveznek a Minnesotaban €16 magyarok az évfordul6 alkalmébol.

OLGA ZOLTAI AWARD FOR OUTSTANDING SERVICE TO NEW
AMERICANS

The International institute of Minnesota (IIM) has created an award to be given annually called the
Olga Zoltai Award. Its purpose is to acknowledge outstanding service within the community to New
Americans. It was awarded for the first time on March 13, 2016. The inaugural recipient is Zoltai
herself, in honor of her extraordinary contributions to helping new Americans flourish.

Zoltai worked at the IIMN from 1971 until 1993 and initiated many of the programs that have
blossomed into the wealth of services IIMN provides today to help refugees get a strong start to a new
life. Upon her retirement, the Minneapolis Star Tribune dubbed her the local “Patron Saint of
Immigrants” in a front page tribute to her career.

Born in Sopron, Hungary, Zoltai learned the struggles of being a refugee at the young age of thirteen,
when her family fled their homeland minutes ahead of advancing Russian troops. Crossing the Alps
predominately on foot, her family spent several years in Austria where multitudes of refugees streamed
in from many countries, food was scarce, and the fear was palpable that the cold war between the Allies
and Russia would explode around them. Her family eventually immigrated to Canada, hoeing sugar
beets for two years as indentured agricultural servants to repay the Canadian government for their
passage. While in Canada, Olga married a fellow Hungarian, Tibor Zoltai. They eventually moved to
Saint Paul when Tibor was hired as a professor at the University of Minnesota. To learn more about
their fascinating journey, read My Flag Grew Stars: World War II Refugees’ Journey to America
written by their daughter Kitty Gogins and available on Amazon.com.

Zoltai began her 22 year career at [IMN in 1971 as a social worker, and eventually managed the
casework department. In 1975 when government funds first became available to resettle refugees, she
initiated a refugee resettlement program that has since resettled over 25,000 refugees. She was the first
to hire a bi-lingual case manager in Minnesota, something which is now considered an essential
practice throughout the state and beyond.

To help clients with their complex legal issues, in the 1980s she partnered with a professor and a
lawyer to create the William Mitchel Immigration Law Clinic. The lawyer co-founder, Sam Myers,
recalls what Olga Zoltai with her award from the International Institute of Minnesota for Outstanding
Service to New Americans.

he affectionately called, “The Olga Case.” He explained, “The situations of immigrants and refugees

are often heart wrenching and difficult to solve. She would always argue politely, and invariably she
would win.”

In the 1990s, she initiated the Nursing Assistant Training Program when her clients were having
trouble obtaining nursing assistant certification. The program combines language, technical and
cultural education and has been nationally recognized for its high graduation, job placement and
retention rates. [IMN went on from this beginning to develop a robust, multi-tiered Medical Career
Pathway that has helped 2,000 New Americans become Nursing Assistants and over 500 to move into
professional

healthcare positions.

In 2012, Olga was also recognized for her pioneering work receiving the ‘Immigrant of Distinction’
Award from the Minnesota/Dakotas Chapter of the American Immigration Lawyers Association, along
with a proclamation from the Governor and Mayors of St. Paul and Minneapolis recognizing her
achievements.

And all of this from Olga’s conviction, as she has often said, that she loves “to give back to this country
that has given me so much!”

International Institute of Minnesota idén hozta l1étre a Zoltai Olga dijat, amit évente adnak at azoknak,
akik a legtobbet teszik az USA-ba érkezd 0j amerikaiakért és az integralasukért. A elismerést elsd
alkalommal maga a névadd, Zoltai Olga kapta meg, akinek ezzel ismerték el a hosszu éveken keresztiil
végzett dldozatos munkdjat az intézet falai kozott.

Zoltai Olga 1971-t6l 1993-ig dolgozott az International Institute of Minnesota koételékében. Ezido alatt
szamos sikeresen miikddd programot hivott €letre, ami ma is nagy segitséget nyujt a letelepedéknek és
menekiilteknek abban, hogy Ujrakezdhessék az életiiket Minnesotaban. Nyugdijazasakor a Minneapolis
Star Tribune a cimlapjan az emigransok véddszentjének nevezte Olgat, aki egykor maga is politikai
menekiilt volt.

Olga Sopronban sziiletett, ¢s mar Koran, 13 évesen megtanulta, hogy milyen érzés menekiiltnek lenni,
amikor csaladdjaval egyiitt elhagytdk Magyarorszagot, és javarészt gyalog keltek 4t az Alpokon. A
csalad elészor Kanadaba emigralt, ahol Olga megismerkedett, és késobb Osszehazasodott Zoltai
Tiborral. Ezt kovetden koltoztek St. Paulba, ahol Tibor allast kapott a Minnesotai Egyetemen.

Olga 22 éves karrierje az International Institute-ban 1971-ben kezd6détt, mint szocialis munkas, ahol 6
vezette az esettanulmanyi osztalyt. 1975-ben, amikor a kormany lehetdvé tette annak finanszirozasat,
Olga elinditott egy menekiilt betelepitési programot, aminek segitségével 25,000 menekiilt talalt
otthonra az USA-ban. O volt az elsd abban is, hogy kétnyelvii szocidlis eldadd munkatarsat
alkalmazott, ami ma mar bevett szokas az Egyesiilt Allamokban.

Hogy az tigyfelek jogi ligyeiben is segitséget tudjon nyljtani, az 1980-as években létrehozta William
Mitchell tigyvéddel az Emigrans Jogi Klinikat. Tarsalapito tigyvédjiik Sam Myers egyszeriien csak az
Olga iigynek nevezte a kezdeményezést. ,,A bevandorlok és menekiiltek helyzete sokszor szivszorito és
nagyon nehezen megoldhatd. De ¢ mindig kiallt mellettiik, és mindig nyerni akart.”

A 90-es években pedig 6 kezdeményezte az 4&poldi asszisztens program létrehozasat, amikor
tigyfeleinek nehézséget okozott a képesités hagyomanyos uton valé megszerzése. A program nyelvi,
technikai és kulturalis oktatast is adott ¢s ad a mai napig, és az USA-ban is elismerik magas
szinvonal4ért. Nem beszélve arrol, hogy a tanfolyam elvégzése utan jo eséllyel el is tudnak helyezkedni
a résztvevok. Az intézet pedig ebbdl a kezdeményezeésbdl kiindulva dolgozott ki egy atfogd, tobbrétegii
programot, aminek segitségével mar 2000 apoloi asszisztens és 500 professzionalis egészségiigyi
dolgozo talalt munkat az Egyesiil Allamokban.
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Zoltai Olganak nem ez az elsd elismerése, amit a munkdjaért kapott, 2012-ben az Amerikai
Bevandorlasi Jogi Egyesiilet is dijazta 6t. Es hogy ¢ mit sz6l mindehhez? Mint ahogy gyakran mondja:
,»Csak szeretne visszaadni abbdl a sokbol, amit ez az orszag nyujtott neki.”.

Mindehhez hozzd kell tenniink azt is, hogy Olga évtizedeken keresztiil a helyi magyar szervezet
oszlopos tagja volt férjével, Tiborral egyiitt. Legendéas hdzuk mindig nyitva 4llt a Minneapolisba és St.
Paulba érkez6 magyarok eldtt. Ha kellett otthont és ételt adtak azoknak a magyaroknak, akik itt kezdtek
Uj életet. A Zoltai haz pedig a magyar tarsasagi élet kozpontjava valt. Befogadta a Minnesota
Hungarians tagjait és rendezvényeit is. Nemrégiben Olga egy festményt adomanyozott Hatvan
varosanak, melyet még ¢desapja vasarolt Kanadaban egy arvetésen. A mualkotas egy hatvani életképet
abrazol, amit 1914-ben festett Vagd Sandor, akinek akkoriban ott volt a miiterme. A festmény pedig
Olga jovoltabol ¢és a Minnesotai Magyarok segitségével egy kalandos évszazad utan hazatérhetett.
Zoltai Olga nyilt kedvességéért pedig még ma is nagyon sokan halasak, akar letelepedtek, akar csak
hosszabb révidebb idére a Twin Cities-be latogattak.

A fokonzul iinnepi beszédében
tolmacsolta a miniszterelndk marcius 15-re irt levelét, melyet a nyugati magyarsaghoz intézett. A
misort és a beszédeket a magyaros izeket felvonultatd vacsora, rég vart taldlkozasok és beszélgetések,
majd a Vidéki tancegyiittes fellépése kovette.

Azzal azonban nem
szamoltam, hogy milyen mas megvilagitasba keriill minden, ha a megemlékezdk soraiban nem
iskolasok tilnek, hanem olyanok, akik maguk voltak az *56-os forradalom. Hirtelen elkapott az érzés,
hogy jelenlétiikben hamissa valik barminemi iinnepélyesség és nevetségessé a megszokott miisorok
dramai felhangja. Végiil arra jutottam, egyszertiségre, letisztult gondolatokra van sziikség, amit az 6
személytik hitelesit.

1956 megitélése kapcsan a kiilfoldre szakadt magyarok esetében — mint itt Minnesotdban is — ha lehet,
még cifrabb a helyzet. Amellett, hogy kitorolhetetleniil magukban hordozzdk a forradalom
szornylségeinek fajdalmat, még az otthontalansag érzésével is meg kell kiizdeniiik. Oktober 23-an nem
csupan a harcok borzalmat élik Gjra, de a hazatdl valo elszakadéasukat is. Sokaknak koziiliik sosem allt
szandékaban elhagyni Magyarorszagot, de nem maradt mas valasztasa. ,,A konnyebb tutra Iéptek” —
tamadjak Oket gyakran, bele se gondolva, milyen ,konny(i” lehet hatrahagyni csaladot, szerelmet,
baratokat, és soha tobbé nem érezni magunkat otthon sehol. Szamukra tehat oktober 23. ugyanugy
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jelenti a legnehezebb dontésiikkel vald ismételt szembesiilést, mint az emlékezést csodas-rémes idokre,
amelyek meghatarozzak Eurdpa mai képét.

Nem is mindenki mesél errél szivesen. Van, aki személyes ligynek érzi 1956-ot, és csak vonakodva
szall be egy-egy beszélgetésbe. Mas ugy érzi, az dltala megélt események nem olyan horderejiiek, hogy
megossza Oket. Végiil mégis ott vannak azok, akik el szeretnék mondani a torténetiiket, illetve atadni
tapasztalatukat a fiatalabb generacioknak. Ha beszélget veliik az ember, 1¢legzetvisszafojtva hallgatja a
torténeteiket, probalva feldolgozni a tényt, hogy 6k valdban ott voltak. Ezek az elbeszélések vegyesek,
hol euforiardl szolnak, hol a rendszer szornyiiségeit vagy a harcok borzalmait taglaljak. Egytdl egyig
izgalmasak, érzelemmel teljesek, €s gyakran csillogtatjdk meg mind az elbesz¢ld, mind a hallgato
szemét. Egyben azonban minden ’56-os egyetért: soha nem volt olyan j6 magyarnak lenni, mint
azokban a napokban! Soha olyan egyetértést €s kolcsonds tAmogatast nem tapasztaltak, mint akkor. Ez
pedig egy olyan érzés, amit hirtelen irigyel tdliik az ember...

Mindezt figyelembe véve mar nem is olyan egyszerli a dolgunk oktober 23-hoz kozelitve. Ennek
megfelelden meg is kiizdottem a Minnesota-i Magyarok iinnepi misoranak megszervezésével, de
nagyon megérte. A tény, hogy a kozonség soraiban tobben iiltek olyanok, akik személyesen ¢élték meg a
forradalmi eseményeket, kiilonleges hangulatot teremtett, jelenlétiik valodi tartalommal toltotte meg a
megemlékezést. Horvath Lajos sajat, 1956-ban irt kdlteményét, az ,,Oktoberi sz¢él” cimi verset adta eld,
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ami konnyeket csalt a jelenlévok szemébe. A hangulat linnepélyessége a tovabbiakban sem csokkent,
hiszen a miisor masodik fele az *56-0s magyarok visszatekintésébdl allt. Az altaluk elmesélt személyes
torténetek adtdk a nap esszencidjat, amelyeken keresztiil mi is jobban bele tudtunk helyezkedni a
forradalmarok helyzetébe, kozelebb keriiltiink az események megértéséhez.

A minnesotai magyarok azonban mar az érkezésem el6tt rengeteg energiat fektettek abba, hogy mélto
emléket allitsanak 1956 héseinek ezen a kerek évfordulon. Az amerikai-magyar kulturalis kapcsolatok
terén ujszerli parbeszédre torekvd Creative Cultural Exchange non-profit szervezet vallalta a
szervezOmunka oroszlan részét, de jelentds timogatas érkezett a The Hungarian Initiatives Foundation,
az ’56-os Emlékbizottsag, valamint a Minnesotai Magyar Tiszteletbeli Konzulatus részérdl is.

A rendezvények magukba foglaltak az Enyedi és Salamon Quartet - Enyedi Agnes, Salamon Soma,
Zimber Ferenc és Miho Attila - valamint kisérd tdncosaik - Bures Réka és Berecz Istvan - latogatasat is.
Az egylittes minnesotai tartozkodésa alatt szamos értékes népzenei és néptancos élménnyel ajandékozta
meg a helyieket. Sajat magas szintli el6adéasaikon feliil tdnchdzzal drvendeztették meg a gyerekeket és
felndtteket, rogtonzott zenedrdkat adtak fiataloknak, de még egy helyi, nemzetkdzi repertoarral
rendelkezd tanccsoport, az Ethnic Dance Theatre tagjai szamara is tartottak workshopot. Jelenlétiikkel,
az altaluk hozott hazai dallamokkal és szellemiséggel sokat adtak az itt él6knek.

A programsorozat masik fontos pillérét a ,,Szabadsag szerelem” cimii magyar film bemutatdsa adta,
amely 1956 oktoberének és novemberének eseményeit dolgozza fel. Az elsé vetités a St. Thomas
Egyetem kozép- és kelet-europai torténelmet tanuld didkjai szdmara volt elérhetd, tanulmanyaik
kiteljesitésének céljabol. A masodik, a nagykdzonség szamara szervezett vetitésre oktdber 20-an keriilt
sor a The Film Society Minneapolis-St. Paul tdmogatasdval. A tobb mint szazétven érdeklédot vonzo
eseményen magyarok és amerikaiak kozel azonos szamban vettek részt. Koziililk mintegy szazan a
filmet kovetd fogadason is tiszteletiiket tették, amely soran lehetdség nyilt a Minnesotaban é16
’56-osokkal valo talalkozasra, illetve a forradalmi eseményekrdl valo beszélgetésre.

A megemlékezések szinvonalat nagymértékben emelte a Fiilop Laszlo és Fiilop Sylvester Agnes altal
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készitett kiallitasi anyag, amit voltak szivesek megosztani az iinneplokkel. A hazaspar drommel tett
eleget a MISI Magyar Iskola felkérésének is, ahol sajat élményeit osztotta meg az érdeklddd
gyerekekkel, probalvan érzékeltetni, mirdl is szolt 1956.

Ez pedig nem konnyti. Komoly kihivas atadni 1956 iizenetét egy olyan generacidonak, amely szabad
vilagban nétt fel, amely szdmara ismeretlen az alapvetd emberi jogok megsértése vagy megtagadésa.
Meégis meg kell probalni, mert ezek a problémak jelen vannak a ma vildgéban is, ha nem is mindig sajat
boriinkon tapasztaljuk 6ket. Fontos, hogy mindnyajan képesek legyiink tanulni a multbdl és helyes
értékrendet felallitani korunk vélsagos napjaiban. Eszre kell venniink, mekkora kivéltsig a
szabadsagunk, hogy milyen erd rejlik az dsszefogasban €s egymas tiszteletében. Legfoképp pedig azt
kell megérteniink, hogy minden ember egyforman értékes.

Na de az, amire
harmadjara is igény mutatkozik, nyilegyenes uUton halad afel¢, hogy valddi hagyomannyd ndje ki
magat.

fgy tortént ez a minnesotai Sziireti Fesztival esetében is. Az el6z6 évek tapasztalata alapjan idén mar
komoly véarakozéas elézte meg a 2016. szeptember 10-én megrendezésre keriilt eseményt, melynek
ezuttal is a kimballi Millner Heritage Vineyard & Winery adott otthont. A festdi szépségli széldskert
mar dnmagaban is pihentetd, kellemes kornyezettel varja az ide latogatokat, amit a jokedvében 1évo
1d6jaras ragyogd napsiitéssel koronazott meg. Nem csoda, hogy a Minneapolis és Saint Paul teriiletén,
valamint kornyékiikon €16 magyar csaladok ismét nagy létszamban jelentek meg. Tobben hoztak
magukkal helyi sziiletésti rokonaikat és barataikat is, akik szintén nagy érdeklddéssel kovették az
eseményeket. A magyar népviseletek szines kavalkadja tette autentikussa a hangulatot, amelyek
kolcsonvehetdek voltak barki szamara akar egész napra, akar csak egy, a fotdsarokban készitett
fénykép erejéig.

Mar a kovetkezd évi id6pont is ki van tlizve, igy nyugodtan kijelenthetjiik, ijabb magyar
hagyomany sziiletett Minnesotaban.

THE TALE OF A KNIGHT IN MINNESOTA

On October 1st, 2016 the Consulate General of Hungary in Chicago hosted the first MIDWEST
Regional Diaspora Meeting. The purpose of the event was to unite Hungarians in the region and
strengthen inter-organizational relations.

Just before closing the official program, Dr. Ferenc Szebényi, Consul General, made a surprise
announcement. He stated that one of the meeting’s participants was about to be honored for the
outstanding role she has played in the representation of Hungarian culture abroad. He asked Ms. Csilla
Grauzer, Honorary Consul of Hungary in Minnesota, to stand. Ms. Grauzer was presented with the
Knight’s Cross of the Order of Merit for her service to Hungarian culture and the preservation of
Hungarian identity throughout Minnesota, as well as her dedication to various humanitarian initiatives.
This high-ranking state recognition was directly approved by Dr. Janos Ader, President of the Republic
of Hungary.

Csilla Grauzer grew up in Transylvania and moved to Minnesota in 1983. She began introducing locals
to Hungarian culture and cuisine when she opened a Hungarian restaurant with her mother in St. Paul.
Ms. Grauzer eventually started a cooking school and began organizing culinary tours to Hungary and
Transylvania, all the while immersing herself in local folk-art initiatives.

About twenty years ago, Ms. Grauzer joined the Minnesota Hungarians, a local cultural organization.
She has been the Minnesota Hungarians’ President since 2007, organizing numerous civic,
humanitarian and cultural events and rapidly expanding the organization’s presence in Minnesota.
Examples of her outstanding work with the Minnesota Hungarians include a fundraising campaign for a
Transylvanian orphanage operated by Father Csaba Bojte and a summer camp for displaced children of
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the region, a Carpathian Festival in Minnesota, initiating the foundation of a Hungarian language
school in the Twin Cities and supporting projects run by the American Refugee Committee and the
United Nations Association.

Ms. Grauzer serves on the Board of the Hungarian American Coalition, an umbrella organization for
Hungarian-American communities throughout the United States. She is also a founding member of the
Hungarian Diaspora Council, a Hungarian entity that is comprised of representatives of Hungarian
communities in Western countries.

In 2014, Ms. Grauzer was appointed Honorary Consul for Hungary in Minnesota, a voluntary position
that requires dedication and leadership. Her role is to represent and promote Hungarian arts, culture and
trade in Minnesota and perform various consular duties for the local Hungarian community. In order to
further support such widespread work, Ms. Grauzer founded the Creative Cultural Exchange, a
non-profit that promotes innovative cross-cultural dialogue, collaboration and development between
the United States, Hungary and other countries in Central and Eastern Europe.

Outside her extensive volunteer work, Ms. Grauzer is a successful businesswoman and entrepreneur.
She was the Sales and Marketing Manager of Softflow Inc. USA, an international biotechnology
company based in Hungary. After the successful sale of Softflow to a Danish company, Ms. Grauzer
was recently appointed Operations Manager of Softflow’s legal successor, Flow2US, a consulting firm
specializing in business development between enterprises in the United States and Hungary. Ms.
Grauzer and her husband also own and operate elder care homes in Minnesota.

After presenting Ms. Grauzer’s achievements to the MIDWEST Regional Diaspora Meeting
participants, Dr. Szebényi handed her the Knight’s Cross of the Order of Merit of Hungary. Ms.
Grauzer, surprised by this unexpected appointment, gave thanks and accepted a well-deserved
applause. The meeting concluded with Dr. Szebényi honoring the sacrifices of Hungarians living in the
diaspora. Let this be the first of many gatherings to come.
