Mivel idén a megszokottnal is tobb dolga volt a Mikulasnak, ide, Minnesotaba csak december 17-
re ¢érkezett meg. Ez azonban a legkevésbé sem zavarta a mintegy hatvan gyerkdcot, aki
Osszesereglett a fogadasara. Bar ebben az esetben nem a csizmacskakba kerilt az ajandék, a
gyerekek — vagy gondos szileik - nem feledkeztek el a megfeleld felkésziilésrdl, valamennyi kicsi
kifogastalan 6ltozetben jelent meg.

Amikor azt mondom, kifogastalan 6ltozet, azt komolyan is gondolom. A kislanyok jo része diszes
magyar népviseletben vonult fel, buszkén viselve a virdgmintas vagy rakott, de mindenképpen
porgds szoknyat. A kisebb fiuknal kevésbé volt népszerli a szines, szdmukra szokatlan viselet,
még az sem tudta meggydzni Oket, hogy a nagyfitikon is az van. Végiil egyikiik mégis beadta a
derekat, méghozza a legbajosabb modon magyardzva a dolgot: ,,Szeretek masoknak Oromet
szerezni.” Mondanom sem kell, micsoda fess legényke lett beldle a magyaros 6ltdzetben. A
tobbiekre sem lehetett panasz azonban, 6k elegans linneplobe bujva készlltek az estére.

Mialatt vartuk a Mikulast, Grauzer Csilla — a Minnesotai Magyarok elndke — (nnepi
gondolatokkal kdszontotte a megjelenteket. Beszédét kdvetden levetitették azt a kisfilmet, amit a
Birminghami Magyar Tanoda készitett a magyar iskolakrél, amelyek csatlakoztak az altala
szervezett, kontinenseken ativeld, kardcsonyi ajandékozo jatékhoz. Meghatd volt latni, a vilag
hany kiilonb6zd szegletében, hany magyar gyerek dolgozott ugyanolyan lelkesen, szdmara
ismeretlen tarsai ajandékan, mint a mi minnesotai diakjaink. A MISI Magyar Iskola részére
cimzett csomagot a DIO — Dublini Iskola és Ovoda — diakjai &llitottak 6ssze. A kedves, kézzel
készitett képeslapok jol lathatd helyen lettek kiallitva, hogy barki megcsodalhassa oOket, igy
értékes diszeivé valva az estének.

A program fontos pontjaként a MISI Magyar Iskola tanul6i mutattdk be miisorukat sziileiknek és

a magyar kozosseg tobbi tagjanak. A 3-5 évesek Pottdm Mdkusok csoportja a Kiskaracsonyt
énekelte el kis kortanc kiséretében. Persze a proba sokkal gordilékenyebben ment, mint az
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eléadas, ahol annyi érdekesség vonja el az ember figyelmét, de az aprosagok természetesen igy is
oriasi sikert arattak. Az 5-7 éves Kis Mokusok Mentovics Erzsébet két versevel orvendeztették
meg a kozonséget, figyelemreméltdan szép magyar kicjtéssel eléadva azokat. Nem kevésbé
szinvonalas eldadéssal alltak el6 a Kozéphaladd6 Mokus lanyok, akik Zelk Zoltan ,,Mikulas és
Hoéember” cimli meséjét adtak eld. A legnagyobbak zongoran €s tuban jatszottak karacsonyi
dalokat, rendkiviil dertis 1égkort teremtve. A magyar iskola tanul6i mellett tobb més gyerek és
felndtt is szinpadra lépett, karacsonyi versek és dalok eldadasaval segitve az linnepi hangulat
megteremtéset.

A ,,Hull a pelyhes fehér h6” els6 kisérlete kissé gyérre sikeriilt, igy a Mikulds nem is hallotta meg
azonnal. Amint viszont a sziilok is beszalltak az éneklésbe, eldkeriilt végre a jO 6reg. Miutan
kedvesen koszontotte a gyerekeket. A bolcs Mikulas kedves kis leckét adott nekik arrdl,
hanyféleképpen is hivjak 6t Europaban, mi a torténete, illetve mi kiilonbdzteti meg Ot, az itt
inkabb ismert Santa Claus-tol. A Mikulés nyilvanvaléan minden nyelven beszél, méskilonben
hogy értene sz6t a vilag valamennyi gyerekével? Az itteni sracokhoz is két nyelven szolt, hogy
mindnyajan egyforman lehessenek részesei az élménynek.

A kedves feher szakalla azonban jO1 tudja, milyen izgatottsag el6zi meg jovetelet, igy most sem
tette probara a gyerekek tiirelmét, hamar osztani kezdte ajandékait. O maga tiirelmesen allta a
vakuk hadat, ahogy sorra fényképezték le minden kicsivel. Ez nem is esett nehezére, elvégre a
gyerekeket szereti a vilagon a legjobban, amit az is bizonyit, hogy most is — mint altalaban —
minden gyerek jonak bizonyult. Furcsa médon senki csomagjat nem feketitette be szén.

Az advent legvégén megrendezett mikulasiinnepség értheté moédon mar karacsonyi szellemben
telt. A filmbeilld karacsonyfa koriil valodi hazias, magyaros fogasok kertiltek talalasra a kozosség
tagjainak jovoltabol. A szorgos onkéntesek munkéja nélkil ez az Unnepség pont Ggy nem
valdsulhatott volna meg, ahogy egy mas magyar rendezvény sem. Bamulatra méltd, milyen
szolgalatot teljesitenek a helyiek, idejiiket €s energiajukat nem sajndlva, so6t, gyakran anyagi
aldozatot hozva annak érdekében, hogy a magyar kozosség egyutt, kultarkincsink pedig
fennmaradhasson.

Az est soran megrendezték egy ugynevezett csendes arverést, amelyben a kdzdsség tagjai altal
adomanyozott targyakra, illetve szolgaltatdsokra lehetett licitalni. A Minnesotai Magyarok
dontése értelmében a befolyt 6sszeget ezuttal a MISI Magyar Iskola kapta. Az arverés kinalata
sok mas mellett magyar nyelvii gyerekkonyvekbdl, illetve kortars irodalmi miivekbdl, jatékokbol,
értékes mualkotasokbol, ékszerekbdl, valamint kiilonleges finomsagokbdl allt. Nem hiszem, hogy
nagy meglepetést okoz: ez utdbbi kategoriaba tartozo felajanlasok a legnépszer(ibb arverési
tételek kozé tartoztak. Végiil is, tavol Magyarorszagtol, sziikds kinalat mellett, igencsak
felértékelddik a jo bejgli vagy a szaloncukor.
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Az este remek hangulatban telt, az ember csak tgy sodrodott a kiilonb6z6 beszélgetd csoportok
kozott, probalva szot ejteni minden ismerdssel, barattal. Ez nem is olyan konnyt feladat, tobb
mint szaz vendég kozott lavirozva. A jol ismert arcok mellett most is taldlkozhattunk Gjakkal.
Mindig 6rvendetes latni, ha a friss minnesotaiak lelkesen csatlakoznak a Minnesotai Magyarok
kdzdsségéhez.

Az linnepi Osszejovetel végén felnottek és gyerekek egyarant elégedett mosollyal tavoztak. Hogy
kinek-kinek mi bujt meg a mosolya mogétt - a jo falatokkal telepakolt pocakja, a kincsekkel teli
mikuladscsomagja vagy pusztan az egyuttlét 6rome — nem lehet tudni. Csak az szamit, hogy ott
volt az arcan.

Mast sem hallottam ideérkezésemkor, mint hogy keszuljek fel, mert olyan telet én még nem
lattam, amilyen itt var ram. Mi tagadés, volt is bennem egy csepp aggodalom, és igyekeztem
mieldbb felszerelkezni, begytijtve a megfeleld oltozeteket. Vartuk a telet, vartuk, de csak nem jott.
Marmint minnesotai értelemben. A -25 °C itt nem szadmit veszesnek. Elmaradt hat a hirhedt
zimanko, és bar itt a téli napokat csodalatos ver6fény jellemzi nyomasztd sziirkeség helyett,
mostanra igy is elkapott minket a tavaszi laz.

A téli honapokban a természet ritmusahoz igazodva az ikervarosok (St. Paul és Minneapolis)
lakoi is lelassitottak, behlzddtak otthonuk nyugalmaba. Féleg a januar telt csendesen. A meghitt,
kandallé mellett atgubbasztott napokat kdvetden azonban mindenki friss lendiilettel vetette magat
a tavaszvarasba.

Legeldszor a Karpat Fesztival kertlt megrendezésre 2017. februar 19-én a Landmark Center
és az Ethnic Dance Theatre jovoltabol. A helyben miik6d6, nemzetkozi repertoarral rendelkez6
tancegyuttes hosszu ideje apol szoros kapcsolatot a Minnesotai Magyarok szervezetével. Ez
tobbek kozott iigyvezetd igazgatdjanak, a magyar szarmazasu Kish Evanak koszonhetd, aki az
esemény egyik foszervezdje is volt. Miisoraikban rendszeresen mutatnak be magyar tancokat. A
Karpat Fesztival keretei kozott — amely egyébként elsé alkalommal a Minnesotai Magyarok altal
kerllt megrendezésre 2011-ben — a Karpat-medence kiilonbozé nemzetiségei talalkoznak, egyiitt
iinnepelve a térség szines kultardjat. Mindez gyonyorii példaja a lehetséges egyiittmiikodésnek
olyan népek kozott, amelyekrdl gyakran feltételeznek ellentétes érzelmeket egymas irant.

A vidam kavalkadban ugyanigy megtalalhatoak voltak a viragkoszortijukat biiszkén viseld
kislanyok, mint a kiallitott népmiivészeti targyakat csodald idésebbek. A szinpadon folyamatosan
zajlo népzenei és —tancprodukciok meghataroztak az egész nap deriis hangulatat, amin nagyjabol
1300-an vettek részt. Ami minket, magyarokat illet, tanccal és gyerekprogramokkal gazdagitottuk
a rendezvényt, illetve az érdeklod6k magat a tiszteletbeli magyar konzult, Grauzer Csillat
kereshették kérdéseikkel az informacids asztalnal. A hazankat népszeriisitd szérdanyagokat a
Magyar Turisztikai Ugynokség New York-i irodaja biztositotta a szamunkra.

Tiszteletbeli konzulunk az eseményt kovetden sem maradt tétlen, hiszen egy héttel késébb mar az
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ugynevezett kihelyezett konzuli napok hazigazdaja volt. A Magyarorszag Chicagoi
Fékonzulatusarol érkezett Dr. Markusfalvi-Toth Adam vezeté konzul atjanak célja olyan
szolgaltatdsok elérhetové tétele volt a helyi magyarok szamara, amelyek igénybevételére
egyébként csak hivatalos képviseleteken lenne mod. Ezek kdzé tartozik példaul az Utlevélkészités
vagy az egyszerUsitett honositasi eljarassal kapcsolatos intézkedések sora. A ,,hdzhoz jott”
segitség lehetdségével sokan éltek, igy a vezetd konzul Gr minnesotai tartdzkodasa siiriin telt.
Programjanak része volt a tavaszi vacsoran valo részvétel is, melyet a k6z0sség évente megtart.
Az idei alkalom tdbb szempontbdl is kilonleges volt. Nem csupdn szinesebb volt annak
koszonhetden, hogy a farsangi mulatsag is ekkor keriilt megrendezésre, de meghatobb is, mint
altaldban. Aznap tett ugyanis unnepélyes eskt ket kdzosségi tagunk, ezzel hivatalosan is magyar
allampolgarra valva.

A farsangot természetesen a gyerekek lelkesedése és jelmezes felvonulasa tette teljessé, amit
vidam hangulatu vacsora, majd tombola kdvetett. Ez utdbbi fészerepléi is a legfiatalabbak voltak,
akik annak rendje és modja szerint hatalmas érzelmekkel élték meg szerencsejiket vagy annak
hianyat.

A tavaszi id0szak egyik elhagyhatatlan eleme minden magyar kozosségben a marcius 15-i
Unnepség. Nincs ez masképp Minnesotaban sem, ahol mar marcius 11-én megtartottuk a
megemlékezést. Igyekeztiink olyan id6pontot valasztani, ami sokak szdmara lehetévé teszi a
részvetelt, kulonos tekintettel a gyerekekre és sziileikre. Nagy érominkre ez sikerdlt is, minden
korosztaly szép szammal képviseltette magat. Az tinnepi miisort kovetéen mindenki szivesen
maradt egy kavéra, stiteményre, kis beszélgetésre.

Kora tavaszi lelkesedésiinkre egy elsd alkalommal megrendezésre keriilt esemény tette fel a
koronat. A minnesotai magyarok végre csatlakoztak azokhoz, akik marcius 23-at mint a lengyel-
magyar baratsag napjat tnneplik. A két nép kozti évszazados rokonszenv szamos torténelmi
esemény soran mutatkozott mar meg, egymas kolcsonds segitésében megnyilvanulva. Sosem volt
nagyobb sziikség az egységre és parbeszédre, mint a mai széthuzé vilagban, ezért kiiléndsen nagy
értéket képvisel minden erre iranyuld torekvés. Mindkét kozosség tagjai izgatottan vartdk az elsd
minnesotai lengyel-magyar estet, bizva abban, hogy egy-egy jé pohar magyar bor, illetve lengyel
sor elfogyasztasa kdzben hagyomany sziletik. Az esemény — melyet az Ethnic Dance Theatre
lengyel és magyar tancai tettek még kulonlegesebbé - kellemes hangulatban telt, és 100-nél is
tobb érdekl6dot vonzott a hétkdznap esti idOpont ellenére.

A minnesotai magyarok tehat lendulettel kezdték meg az évet, amit nem is all szandékukban

visszafogni. Hamarosan megrendezésre kerll példaul a Nemzetek Fesztivalja, amely minden
évben kozelebb viszi Magyarorszagot a nagykdzonséghez. Ez azonban méar egy masik torténet...
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#3 MAGYAROK SAINT PAULBAN A NEMZETEK FESZTIVALJAN

Saint Paulban (Minnesota) majus elején mar a 85. alkalommal rendezték meg a négy napos, 50
000 latogatot vonzd Nemzetek Fesztivaljat. Itt minden a kiillonb6z6é naciok szines kulturajanak
iinneplésérdl, valamint egymassal valé megférésérdl szol. A kozosségépitd programban mara nem
kevesebb, mint 90 etnikai csoport vesz részt.

A fesztival az évek alatt kialakitott, jol mikodoé sémat kovette idén is: az eseménynek évtizedek
Ota otthont biztositd River Center tobb csarnokaban helyezték el a nemzeti standokat. Mivel vitak
lehetnek egyes foldrajzi tertiletek hovatartozasa koriil, a Nemzetek fesztivalja szigordan nacidkrol
sz0l, nem orszagokrdl. Az elsé két nap szinte teljesen a didksdg szdmara van fenntartva, mar
reggeltdl érkeznek a kiilonb6zd kort gyerekeket szallitd iskolabuszok. Sok oktatasi intézmény
még mas allamok teriiletérdl is utat szervez tanulOinak, hiszen ezzel pusztan néhany éra leforgasa
alatt tobbet és emészthetobben tanit meg nekik masokrdl, segit hozzd megértésiikhoz,
elfogadasukhoz, mint az iskolaban egy egész év alatt. Bizonyos csoportok feladatlapokkal
érkeznek, amelyek Kitoltésehez alaposan meg kell ismerkednitk a kiallitok hatterével, masok csak
¢lvezik az izeket, a hangulatot. Hétvégén a csaladoké a fOszerep. A gyerekek specialis ttlevéllel
jarjak a helyszineket, amelybe pecséteket gyiijthetnek a nemzetek képvisel6itol. Ez a kedves
0sztonzés nagyban noveli lelkesedésiiket és érdeklodésiiket.

A belépdt egybdl remek hangulat fogadta most is, a bejarat kozvetlen kozelében felallitott
szinpadon naphosszat folytak a zenei és tancos eldaddsok. Néhany lépéssel beljebb mar a
legkilonfélébb izek és illatok szippantottak be a nézel6dét. Ember legyen a talpan, aki egyaltalan
végignézni gyOzte az étel- és italkindlatot. Még egy jol képzett inyenc is ismeretlen fogasok széles
valasztekara bukkanhatott. A standok kozott természetesen helyet kapott a magyar konyha is,
amely egyebek mellett gulyaslevessel, marha-, illetve gombaporkélttel, dobostortaval és
rigdjancsival varta vendégeit. Kiilon érdekesség, hogy nem csupan a féételek késziiltek hazilag,
de a suteménykinalat is a Minnesotai Magyarok egy kis, lelkes csapatanak munkajat dicsérte. A
nagy mennyis€gi €édesség elkészitése olyan gordiilékenyen, profi rendszerben tortént, hogy azt —
csak gy, mint annak eredményét — barmelyik hazai cukraszda megirigyelhette volna.
